ATHA'’s Region 1 Rug School ‘Madison’ does have a
special place in my heart because it was my first... I at-
tended two years in a row but little did any of us know
until it happened that rug hooking at ‘Madison’ would
end in 2008.

It was a really nice place to hook with some rooms
looking out upon the water, long corridors filled with
artwork and pictures, and lovely sitting areas both in-
side and outside by the water. When it was decided
that we would move on to Wisdom House in Litchfield,
Ct., I didn’t hear a lot of positives about Wisdom House
(from rug hooking friends who had last been there 20
years previously) and did not go that first year. I did
however attend in 2010 and I sure am glad I did!!!

Wisdom House might not have the water views that
Madison does...but it has everything else one could
want when attending a rug school.

The classroom I was in was spacious enough to hold
two classes very comfortably. It was light enough that
we didn’t have to use our lamps even at night. The
bedrooms...singles, doubles and triples were bright
and nicely furnished and a lot larger than those at
Madison. The building has three stories but there is an
elevator that makes it very convenient for all.

What is indescribable is the food. Truly I love the
hooking aspects of rug camps, but that’s not the only
reason | love going to them. They also afford me the
opportunity to get away from the cooking and clean-
ing at home. While I pride myself with not being
fussy about food even subscribing to the theory of “As
long as I don’t have to cook it mentality” I get really
disappointed if the food is awful. Wisdom House has
a chef that had us all racing from one meal to the next.
His homemade crab cakes and Chicken Marcela were
sensational; his desserts were out of this world. His
Israeli couscous with fresh vegetables had all of us
asking him how he cooked it. I ate way too much. I
couldn’t seem to stop it was all so good.

As to the hooking itself, I found that the camp was
fulfilling, enjoyable and instructive. The teachers all
had diverse skills, with Director Sarah Guiliani adding
another teacher in 201 for a total of five from which to
choose. The school certainly has something for every
level of hooking and the hookers all seemed to enjoy
the experience. The store was well stocked by Diana
O’Brien with whatever one could want, with the
promise of even more for 2011. The wool (supplied by
the director and teachers) was plentiful and reasona-
bly priced with a wide array of options.

Wisdom House is much more compact than Madison
and it is much easier to get around there. I hear that
the town is wonderful also, but I was having so much
fun inside Wisdom House that I did not find time to
venture out. Besides if I went off site to a restaurant
dinner I would have missed those scrumptious crab
cakes. I am sure you can tell I am looking forward to
this spring and a return to Wisdom House.
